RefWorks: citation management software (thanks to 
Laupus!) 



Services for Grad Students

Pull and Hold Service: have books waiting for you at 
the Circ Desk
Grad Carrels can be reserved (and some of the 
group study rooms)
Consultation: one-on-one time
Special software and equipment are available, 
including laptops, videocameras, and more 
Register for Training through OneStop (Laupus)
